14 Wing trial of
cloud-based ‘idea’
putting RCAF personnel,
innovation to the test

No one at 14 Air Maintenance Squadron’s Aircraft Repair
Organization (ARQ) shop picks up a tool without first opening an
online app.

Since January, technicians have been testing a home-grown app
that tracks the full periodic inspection and maintenance cycle of a
CP140 Aurora aircraft. Every detail of every job, part, timing, delay,
technician assigned, completion or signature is being tracked in the
app in real-time, from shift to shift, tech to tech, section to section.

April 5, ARO technicians lined up to greet visiting 1 Canadian
Air Division Major-General Eric Kenny and Chief Warrant Officer
Dan Campbell, shaking their hands - but trading a handshake for
atablet so the men could see for themselves the early advantages
of Maintainer’s features.

Master Corporal Jason McNeil, based at 14 Wing Greenwood but
working remotely for the Royal Canadian Air Force Aerospace War-
fare Centre, pitched Maintainer through the RCAF Commander’s
Vector Check a year ago. With an $800,000 investment and four
University of Waterloo co-op software developer students through
the fall, the app came into early reality and was accepted to walk
an Aurora through its 10-week periodic at 14 Wing.

“We’d been using Excel spreadsheets, and it was very hard to
share data — a lack of transparency, with the techs on the floor
not having a lot of input. The app is meant to try and improve
maintenance and scheduling, so the crews on the planes would
know when they’re getting their plane back.”

The first hurdle was adding wi-fi to hangar space — a logistical
and security challenge, but completed with wi-fi pucks, provided
by Director General Air & Space Force Development. Several moni-

tors hang over the hangar floor at the nose of the Aurora in the
inspection cycle now. Technicians report for work and are assigned
jobs through Maintainer: as they complete different stages, run
into extra work, flag a part of replacement — or mark one delayed,
S0 attention can switch to other jobs remaining to be done; the
app records it all.

“Everything is in real time,” says Captain Gillian Rideout, the
aircraft repair officer for second line Aurora maintenance. “If I go
in and move a task, it moves it everywhere. And, it's a web-based
application, which means it can be done working from a computer
or even at home. Maintainer is tied to ADAM our supply system;
eventually, as an end goal, it would be tied to DRMIS, and the
techs will be able to sign off their cards in Maintainer. It should
save time and improve efficiency.”

It could take eight to 12 weeks to turn an aircraft around through
its full periodic schedule. One huge win could be the app’s compila-
tion of 10 years’ of periodic scheduling data.

“We used to ballpark where we would be in an inspection,”
says Rideout. “Predicting ‘forward’ on an Excel spreadsheet was
difficult. Now, we can see a more complete picture and build a
more predictive schedule.”

Through the trial, the tech team has already managed to flush
out a few “bugs” in the app, adding filters by trade, tech team and
engine, for example. By the end of the anticipated May 4 periodic
inspection, the app’s functionality will have demonstrated “whether
we should keep using it,” Rideout says.

“This program is infinitely better, but it's not perfect. The plan is
to make it a one-stop shop, expand it across the RCAF, wherever
ADAM fleets are; bring in the supply network....”

McNeil says the app should be seen as a capability to maintain.

“You bring in more data, you want to add it into the algorithms
and integrate it to get answers that are correct,” he says. “And
then you think, ‘Couldn’t we also have this?’ ‘Couldn’t we verify
signatures, or authorizations?’ | think it grows.”

Kenny and Campbell were impressed: Gampbell made a phone
call onsite to Sergeant Mike Burrell to virtually present him a 1
CAD CWQ’s coin for instrumental work preparing 14 AMS for the
Maintainer trial, and then being on deck to brief partners, suggest
improvements and monitor it in use.

“This is one of the things | like about the RCAF café and Op
Qullig - anybody can bring forward an idea, and then there are
the resources to support it,” said Kenny.

Real Property and Defence
Construction Canada have
reached a milestone, with con-
struction completion of the
Energy Performance Contract
(EPC) at 14 Wing Greenwood
and 5th Canadian Division
Support Base Detachment.

Underway since 2019, this
EPC included improvements
to over 50 buildings, with the
goal of reducing energy costs
and consumption, and annual
greenhouse gas emission of
7,200 tonnes of equivalent
carbon dioxide.

This EPC plays a role in
the Department of National
Defence’s “Strong, Secure,
Engaged” initiative, aiming to
green defence infrastructure
and tackle climate change, and
reach DND’s goal of a 40 per
cent reduction over 2005-level
greenhouse gas emissions
by 2030.

Local construction began
in 2019, and included LED
lighting and HVAC upgrades,
advanced building automation
systems, new energy efficient
equipment, and insulation
upgrades to steam vaults.
A majority of this work was
completed by the end of 2021,

with the rest wrapped up in
March.

Construction is now of-
ficially complete with the
finalization of upgrades to the
wing’s central heating plant,
a transition of the wing’s
heating from heavy, dirty,
Bunker C fuel oil to a cleaner,
compressed natural gas fuel
source. Bunker G, the heavi-
est of all fuel oils, is known to
have negative environmental
impacts, including contribut-
ing to climate change, and
contains harmful air con-
taminants such as nitrogen
oxide, carbon dioxide, sul-
phur dioxide, volatile organic
compounds and particulate
matter. Converting the central
heating plant’s fuel type to
natural gas will help reduce
emissions at 14 Wing by
3,004 tonnes of equivalent
CO, per year - over 40 per
cent of the entire EPC savings.

The first of three boilers
in the central heating plant
was officially converted in
April 2021. From May to
September, the remaining
two boilers were converted.
During this time, a modern
boiler management system

was also installed. Final com-
missioning and startup took
place in October, when the
central heating plant came
online for the heating sea-
son: it is now fully online.
Training sessions were held
to ensure the entire team un-
derstands the operation and
maintenance of the retrofitted
boilers, and to guarantee
success of the EPC. »»

Experience, trusted partner-
ships and confidence in deci-
sions made are three factors
that may not make “the front
page,” but do play a role in the
success of 413 (Transport and
Rescue) Squadron.

“We wanted to raise a few
cases that were noteworthy
for different reasons,” said
Lieutenant-Colonel Greg Su-
rek, welcoming 1 Canadian Air
Division Commander Major-
General Eric Kenny and Chief
Warrant Officer Dan Campbell
to the squadron briefing room
as they visited 14 Wing Green-
wood April 5 and 6.

413 Squadron’s Cormorant
and Hercules aircraft cover a
vast geography on Canada’s
East Coast and into the North.
Emergency calls include mede-
vacs from fishing, cruise and
cargo vessels; lost or injured
hikers or recreational boaters,
emergency beacon alerts from
potentially downed aircraft —
and more. Much of the work
comes when the weather and
conditions are at their worst,
and people need help in dire
circumstances. It's a 24/ 7,
demanding role, with highly
skilled aircrew, search and
rescue technicians and ground
technicians.

As within the wider Canadian
Armed Forces, the pace of
retirements and more recent
pandemic-affected recruitment
and training opportunities have
had animpactin SAR work. Se-
nior squadron member Captain

Mike Leduchowski described
some of what went into a call
last fall, with a Hercules flying
into Hurricane Larry to look for
a sailboat in jeopardy.

“I've got a fair amount of
experience with this unit, and
| see a reduction in the experi-
ence of our aircrew and our
junior members,” Leduchowski
said. “In this instance, the
aircraft commander was up-
graded to aircraft commander
three days before the mission,
and it was his first time flying
into a hurricane. The winds
were 114 knots, there was a
quarter-mile visibility at 1,000
feet and 50-foot swells —it was
an uncomfortable scene.”

The aircraft commander did
decide to continue deeper into
the hurricane conditions - until
it became unsafe for the crew.
They returned to 14 Wing, but
Leduchowski said the result
was another two days’ search
time to try and locate the boat.

“This was a junior aircraft
commander with three days
under his belt going into this,
and he did - but, it’'s important
to note, as our experience goes
down, our effectiveness is af-
fected. One thing | do know,
regardless of experience —our
SAR crews make good deci-
sions about safety.”

14 Wing Commander Colo-
nel Brendan Cook agreed, and
that the trust from command in
SAR responders to make those
safety calls is crucial.

“We train them to have that
confidence, to make that deci-
sion that something is too
much — and that there is no

repercussion if you can’t be ef-
fective,” Cook said. “Nobody is
going to give up, but they have
to be comfortable making that
decision.”

Surek agreed, and said his
squadron members are “given
the keys with one message:
that we're not as concerned
with the outcome of a mission
as we are that they have gas
in the tank and wheels down
when they turn to come home.

“Intime and with that experi-
ence and confidence, crews do
know how to put their toes on
the line of the ‘box,’ the limit of
what is safe and legal.”

A second example of using
partners and resources to
back up decisions demon-
strate how far SAR crews go
to “bring up the safety net”

service“?:

when they know that “box” of
experience is smaller. Captain
Zach Sawyer described using
continuous weather briefs and
radio contacts from the wing
and squadron, the Halifax Joint
Rescue Coordination Centre,
the Moncton airport, and re-
sources on the ground on a
February call to Entry Island,
in Tles de la Madeleine.

“It doesn’t mean we’re not
getting the job done - but we're
being safer in general, and
we do question more some
of the things we did before
without reasons. We do what
we can do until we can’t, and
you figure out your ‘outs.’
In the third case, search and
rescue technician Master War-
rant Officer Shawn Harrison
talked about a March call to
